NIV Let some of your leaders come with me and press charges against the man there, if he has
done anything wrong.“

NLT So he said, “Those of you in authority can return with me. If Paul has done anything wrong,
you can make your accusations.”

KJV Let them therefore, said he, which among you are able, go down with me, and accuse this
man, if there be any wickedness in him.
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
