λόγος in Greek Thought

Before the New Testament, λόγος already had deep philosophical use. In Greek philosophy,
λόγος was the rational principle that ordered the universe, the divine reason that structured
all things. In Heraclitus, λόγος referred to the unifying rational principle behind the constant

KJV They hate him that rebuketh in the gate, and they abhor him that speaketh uprightly.

Amos 5:10 condemns those who “hate the one who reproves in the gate” and “abhor the one who
speaks the truth.”

The gate (שַׁעַר) was typically where elders judged disputes (Genesis 3:10plugin-autotooltip__default

And so while some have argued “gate”
here might mean a political faction, the surrounding context of legal corruption fits the judicial
setting.
