The Hebrew אֵת word does not have a corresponding word in English. In Hebrew, it is a marker of the accusative, i.e. the word following it is the object of the sentence. It only

The word אֶרֶץ can designate the whole of planet earth, or the inhabitable world or the national territory or ground.

When coupled with heavens (שָׁמַיִם), the phrase indicates the entire created order.Genesis 12:1

ESV Therefore thus says the LORD of hosts concerning the prophets: “Behold, I will feed them with bitter food and give them poisoned water to drink, for from the prophets of
Jerusalem ungodliness has gone out into all the land.”

NIV Therefore, this is what the LORD Almighty says concerning the prophets: “I will make them eat bitter food and drink poisoned water, because from the prophets of Jerusalem
ungodliness has spread throughout the land.”

NLT Therefore, this is what the LORD of Heaven's Armies says concerning the prophets: “I will feed them with bitterness and give them poison to drink. For it is because of
Jerusalem's prophets that wickedness has filled this land.”
