ESV “If you love those who love you, what benefit is that to you? For even sinners love those who
love them.
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NIV “If you love those who love you, what credit is that to you? Even 'sinners' love those who love
them.

NLT “If you love only those who love you, why should you get credit for that? Even sinners love
those who love them!

KJV For if ye love them which love you, what thank have ye? for sinners also love those that love
them.
