λόγος in Greek Thought

Before the New Testament, λόγος already had deep philosophical use. In Greek philosophy, λόγος was the rational principle that ordered the
universe, the divine reason that structured all things. In Heraclitus, λόγος referred to the unifying rational principle behind the constant change
in the world.… μου οὐ μὴ παρελεύσονται.
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ESV Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will not pass away.
NIV Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will never pass away.
NLT Heaven and earth will disappear, but my words will never disappear.
KJV Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my words shall not pass away.
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
