Feminine noun. Connected to the English words “ground”, “geometry” and “geology”.

It occurs throughout the LXX and the New Testament (approximately 250 times in the New
Testament) and its meaning varies subtly on context, for example, in the LXX:Genesis 1:1Genesis

Personal pronoun (reflexive). Occurs more than 5,000 times in the New Testament.

δέ is a conjunction that can mean “but” or “and” or “also” or “moreover”. It is a word that is used
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very frequently in the New Testament, and is often unexpressed and not translated in English.
