Οὐρανός is used in Scripture to describe the sky and universe (that is, the visible expanse above the earth) as well as
the transcendent realm where God is present. For example, in Matthew 6:26Matthew 24:29Matthew 6:9
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KJV O LORD our Lord, how excellent is thy name in all the earth! who hast set thy glory above the heavens.
